Nairobi Evangelical Graduate School of Theology (NEGST), Kenya

Africa International University – NEGST is currently pursuing a university charter to form Africa International University (AIU). As a private Christian university, AIU will be composed of three constituent schools: NEGST with its purpose, mission, and values being the school of theology; Study for African Realities (ISAR) with its focus on the interface between church and society; and School of Professional Studies (SPS) with its focus on professions in the market-place. The belief is that “AIU will appeal to a wide variety of students who desire an education that takes biblical perspectives seriously.” 
2009 Launch of Three Programs – 16 students are enrolled in the new Master of Arts in Organizational Leadership program, which is designed to focus on the specific needs and issues facing Christian leaders. The Bachelor of Arts in Psychology and Counseling, as well as the Bachelor of Theology program, under the NEGST extension department, will begin when a quorum of 25 students is attained.  
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Langham Partnership Regional Council – NEGST hosted its second Langham Partnership Regional Council meeting, chaired by NEGST Vice Chancellor, Dr. Douglas Carew. The meeting was designed to solve evangelism issues in East Africa and provide strategic guidance for the development of evangelistic programs. Countries represented included Kenya, Uganda, Tanzania, Eritrea, Somalia, and Sudan. Dr. Carew, also a past beneficiary of a Langham Partnership International (LPI) scholarship, explained, “LPI is an institution that was founded by John Stott in response to the request for partnership within the global church to support preachers and teachers. Langham does so through its literature, scholarships, and preaching programs.”
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NEGST Leadership at Commission ‘08 – NEGST played a prominent role in Commission ’08, an event that provides young people, who are passionate about missions, to network, exchange information, mobilize, and get some training. Organized by the Fellowship of Christian Unions (FOCUS-Kenya), Commission occurs once every three years and gathers nearly 3,000 people. NEGST alumni, students, and faculty helped organize, speak, hold seminars, and lead worship at the latest one held in January 2009. 
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Children’s New Library Open on Campus – Children are “coming in droves” to check out NEGST’s new library. NEGST says that there is a marked improvement already in reading skills. NEGST students are also benefiting from the wide variety of Sunday school teacher materials available. The library offers a safe, beautiful place for children to gather after school and on Saturdays.
Prison Chaplaincy Library – In February 2009, NEGST established Kenya’s first prison chaplaincy library at Naivasha Maximum Security Prison in response to the prison chaplain’s request for assistance. The library provides resources for the inmates who take theological courses.  
Graduate Highlights – More than 800 graduates are serving not only in major churches and educational institutions, but also working in city slums, towns, and villages across Africa. NEGST graduates Naphtali and Nereah Mattah built a secondary school and a three-story dormitory for primary school children on an island off the Kenyan coast. The school facility is home to over 300 AIDS’ orphans. Naphtali and Nereah are also translating the Scriptures into the local Suba language.

Canon Peter Karanja and Oliver Simiyu are providing leadership at the national level for the National Council of Churches in Kenya on such topics as the importance of national reconciliation. 
Matthew Gonkerwon is pastor of a church in Liberia in a predominately Muslim community. Matthew leads a six-member team of the church in a ministry to the homeless and street youth in the public market outside of Monrovia, Liberia. He also has led his church to plant two churches. Believing that training is one of the most effective ways to equip the church for reaching the world for Christ, Matthew teaches mission courses at two Christian colleges.
